from Ontario’s red meat committee of which the Ontario Goat Breeders’ Association is a
member. The red meat program funding comes from Canada and the Province of Ontario
under the Canada-Ontario Research and Development (CORD) program, administered by
the Agricultural Adaptation Council.

$82,000 which is approximately double the cost of the entire project.

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Goat Farming in Canada -A virtual experience!

Picture this. You're sitting at your computer and you click on a
button that takes you directly to one of two Canadian goat farms.
You enter either section of the website and arrive
at an aerial photograph of a picturesque farm. By
clicking on the various barns or pasture fields, you
can zoom in to those spots to get a closer look at
what’s going on. s

Once inside, pop-up screens with text and facts
will explain what’s happening and answer common
questions about dairy farming. Visitors will learn
a bit about the farm families, what the goats are
eating, types of housing for goats and their kids, breeds of goats,
and much more. The tours also offer the opportunity to showcase
many initiatives underway on Canadian dairy farms, from food
safety and environmental programs to herd health initiatives and
biosecurity.

Another component of the tours is a video component which
features Ontario farmers talking about why they like raising goats.
Videos also show feeding time, hoof trimming and the process
involved in milking goats.

It’s the idea behind a new Virtual Farm Tour project launched
by the Ontario Farm Animal Council (OFAC) earlier this year. The
project’s premise is based on the concept long used by real estate
firms to allow would-be home owners to remotely tour potential
properties.

These tours are part of a growing number of virtual farm expe-
riences now offered on the www.farmissues.com website and are
a new tool in OFAC’s efforts to reach Canadian
consumers, most of which don’t know any farm-
ers and have never visited a real farm. The virtual
tours are an important way of making agriculture
more interesting and accessible to consumers.
There are now a total of 11 farms on the website
which features beef cattle, veal, swine, goats,
sheep, deer and elk farms. Tours for chicken and
ratites (ostrich, emu and rhea) farms are planned
for the spring of 2007 and OFAC continues to fundraise for turkey
and egg farm tours.

OFAC appreciates the willingness of two Ontario goat farm
families to participate in this project: Jim and Sylvia Parrish of
Blyth (dairy goats) and Adrian and Bonnie Laman of Cayuga
(market goats).

Funding for this project was approved by seven of Ontario’s
livestock organizations and comes, in part, through contributions
by Canada and the Province of Ontario under the Canada-Ontario
Research and Development (CORD) Program, an initiative of the
federal-provincial-territorial Agricultural Policy Framework de-
signed to position Canada’s agri-food sector as a world leader. The
Agricultural Adaptation Council administers the CORD Program
on behalf of the province. Funding for the dairy goat tour was also
supported by the Ontario Dairy Goat Cooperative.

Information on Angoras - by Margrit Multhaupt

To most people, angora goats look like a cross between a sheep
and a goat, and when my curious neighbours came to view my first
imports, I overheard some of them discussing that I was all green
and did not even know what I was getting into, having spent good
money for the sheep-goats.

But the angora goat is in fact a true goat, even though it may
prefer the company of sheep to that of dairy goats on pasture.
However, as new research is added to old facts, it appears that the
angora goats have different ancestors than the dairy breeds of goats,
somewhere in the dim past.

Professor Dr. Selahattin Batu, President of the Zoo Technical
Institute Veterinary School of the University of Ankara, Turkey
published a new research paper on angora goats in 1951, which over-
throws the common belief that Turkey is the original homeland of
the angora goat. Although their existence in that country, especially
in the region of Ankara from which the goat even derives its name,
can be proven for at least 23 centuries from clay tablets unearthed

in Mesopotamia, we learn of a much older history of the angora
goat. They are described by people of the Sumerian civilization of
the time of the kings Lugaldana and Urukagina nearly 4000 years
B.C., as goats with beautiful hair “mas-bar-tug” (the dairy goats had
a different name). From these clay tablets and from seals, we learn
that they were used as offerings to the gods and that they were so
highly regarded that people could pay their taxes with them.

But the fact remains that all angora goats now living in North
and South America, and also the large herds of South Africa,
originated in Turkey and were not allowed to be exported from
there prior to 1850.

Two antique books exist in the library of the University of
Guelph and the University of British Columbia, giving all the details
of early imports into the United States and the Republic of South
Africa as well as the history of the early mohair industry both in
Turkey and the new import countries. These books are:
